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GENERAL NOTES -  DEMOLITION:

1. THESE DRAWINGS INDICATE EXISTING FLOOR PLAN LAYOUTS.
CONTRACTORS MUST VISIT SITE TO VERIFY FLOOR & CEILING
PLAN, ALL EXIST CONDITIONS, CONSTRUCTION, AND 
DIMENSIONS.

2. PROTECT EXISTING WORK WHICH IS TO REMAIN IN PLACE, BE
REUSED, OR REMAIN THE PROPERTY OF THE OWNER.

3. RETAIN ALL FIRE ALARM DEVICES, SMOKE DETECTORS, 
SPRINKLER HEADS, SECURITY DEVICES AND SPEAKERS 
ASSOCIATED WITH THE FIRE ALARM SYSTEM. PROTECT 
DURING CONSTRUCTION AND RETAIN  TO PROPER
OPERATION.

4. ALL UNUSED AND UNRATED PENETRATIONS IN EXISTING RATED
WALLS SHALL BE RESTORED TO CURRENT CODE REQUIREMENTS.

5. ALL DIMENSIONS ARE TO THE FACE OF DRYWALL, UNLESS
OTHERWISE NOTED.

  6. PREP INDUCTION UNITS FOR NEW PAINT FINISH.

  7. INDUCTION UNIT SERVICING: CONTRACTOR TO SERVICE & CLEAN ALL
EXISTING AC INDUCTION UNITS TO INCLUDE UNIT CASING, UNIT COILS,
AND CONDENSATE PIPING. CONTRACTOR SHALL REPLACE FILTERS.
CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN SERVICE TOOL FROM BUILDING
MAINTENANCE. DAMAGED COVERS SHALL BE REPLACED. A/C INDUCTION
UNIT WORK SHALL BE COMPLETED PRIOR TO INSTALLATION OF NEW
FLOORING. CONTRACTOR SHALL CALIBRATE EXISTING INDUCTION UNIT
