R.M. Rose Co. operated one of the most storied whiskey businesses in the 
South from this address, earning a Bottled-in-Bond distinction and, according 
to family legend, originating what would become Four Roses Bourbon before 
Georgia went dry and forced the whole operation onto a train to Tennessee.
