« Answer the client’s questions and present any offer to or counter-affer from the client; and
# Treat all parties to a real estate transaction honestly and fairly.

e BMlust mot, unless specifically authorized In writing to do so by the party, disclose:
@ that the owner will accept a price less than the written asking price;
@ that the buyer/tenant will pay a price greater than the price submitted in a written offer; and
a  any confidental information or any other information that a party specifically instructs the broker in writing not to
disclose, unless reguired to do so by law.

AS SUBAGENT: A license holder acts as & subagent when aiding a buyer in a transaction without an agreement to represent the
buyer. & subagent can assist the buyer but does not represent the buyer and must place the interasts of the owner first.

TO AVOID DISPUTES, ALL AGREEMENTS BETWEEN ¥OU AND A BROKER SHOULD BE IN WRITING AND CLEARLY ESTABLISH:
