Built in the 19th century, as Place Jacques-Cartier emerged as Montréal’s 
principal marketplace, these two interconnected buildings embody the 
city’s mercantile heritage. Their distinctive stone masonry, steep rooflines 
and enduring character have stood the test of time, preserving an authentic 
connection to Old Montréal’s early development. 
 
Overlooking the iconic Place Jacques-Cartier, the property has long 
welcomed merchants, retailers and businesses serving the vibrant waterfront 
district. Today, its historic architecture and prominent location offer a rare 
opportunity to occupy a true piece of Montréal’s commercial legacy.
