THE JOINTS AND ASSEMBLIES.

C. AIR BARRIER JOINTS AND SEAMS SHALL BE SEALED, INCLUDING

JOINTS AND SEAMS ASSOCIATED WITH PENETRATIONS SHALL BE
SEALED IN THE SAME MANNER OR TAPED. SEALING MATERIALS

FOR THE PROJECT. THE CERTIFICATE SHALL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:
1. R-VALUES OF INSULATION INSTALLED IN OR ON CEILINGS, ROOFS,

WALLS, FOUNDATIONS AND SLABS, BASEMENT WALLS, CRAWL
SPACE WALLS AND FLOORS AND DUCTS OUTSIDE CONDITIONED
SPACES.

2. U-FACTORS AND SOLAR HEAT GAIN COEFFICIENTS (SHGC) OF
FENESTRATIONS.

3. RESULTS FROM ANY BUILDING ENVELOPE AIR LEAKAGE TESTING
PERFORMED ON THE BUILDING.

WHERE THERE IS MORE THAN ONE VALUE FOR ANY COMPONENT OF THE
BUILDING ENVELOPE, THE CERTIFICATE SHALL INDICATE THE AREA
WEIGHTED AVERAGE VALUE WHERE AVAILABLE. IF THE AREA WEIGHTED
AVERAGE IS NOT AVAILABLE, THE CERTIFICATE SHALL LIST EACH VALUE

THE INSTALLATION OF THE CONTINUOUS AIR BARRIER SHALL BE VERIFIED
BY THE APPROVED AGENCY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE FOLLOWING:
1. A REVIEW OF THE CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS AND OTHER

SUPPORTING DATA SHALL BE CONDUCTED TO ACCESS
COMPLIANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS IN SECTION C402.5.1.

2. INSPECTION OF CONTINUOUS AIR BARRIER COMPONENTS AND
ASSEMBLIES SHALL BE CONDUCTED DURING CONSTRUCTION
WHILE THE AIR BARRIER IS STILL ACCESSIBLE FOR INSPECTION
AND REPAIR TO VERIFY COMPLIANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF
SECTIONS C402.5.1.3 AND C402.5.1.4.

3. A FINAL COMMISSIONING REPORT SHALL BE PROVIDED FOR
INSPECTIONS COMPLETED BY THE APPROVED AGENCY. THE
COMMISSIONING REPORT SHALL BE PROVIDED TO THE BUILDING
OWNER OR OWNER'S AUTHORIZED AGENT AND THE CODE
OFFICIAL. THE REPORT SHALL IDENTIFY DEFICIENCIES FOUND
DURING THE REVIEW OF THE CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS AND
INSPECTION AND DETAILS OF CORRECTIVE MEASURES TAKEN.
