influences from African American, Hispanic and European-
American residents. This character can still be found throughout 
the streets of East Cesar Chavez and is manifested through historic 
heritage, cultural landmarks and current social customs.

The area surrounding East Cesar Chavez Street sits just east of 
IH 35 from Downtown, and is a great place to discover authentic 
Austin, and experience local, family-owned restaurants and shops 
in the area.
