The Farmhouse

The early twentieth century farmhouse that is
home to Something Special Café and Catering
and the surrounding property has a rich history.
The farmhouse once served as a dairy farm -
Granby's main source of commerce by the end
of the nineteenth century - and at another time
was a boarding house for passing travelers.

Our Story
Our story began over 45 years ago in 1976 when Chef Barry started his career in the Coast
Guard working as a cook on a buoy tender at Woods Hole, and was then appointed Chef on the
USCGC Eagle serving the officers. After his service, he operated his own restaurant here in
Granby called Something Special, which was located at the Chateau Harmony right next door
to our current location. His career brought him to explore other opportunities where he met
Chef Laurie working together in the food industry in the Pioneer Valley. They have worked
together and separately at many community staples including Hotel Northampton, the Yankee
Pedlar, Mount Holyoke College, Berkshire Hills Music Academy and more.

Together, they moved to Nantucket and opened their first venture together, the Nantucketeers
Restaurant, before coming home to western Massachusetts to revive Something Special once
again at the Chateau Harmony. Years later, they renovated the 1900s farmhouse that was their
family home to spend more time with their kids while pivoting their business to Something
Special Catering - a mobile catering service for special events at venues such as the Carriage
House at Forest Park, the Garden House at Look Park, Quontquont Farm, the Warfield House at
Valley View Farm and countless quaint and intimate backyard weddings and gatherings.

Their  lifelong dream has been Something Special Cafe - operated out of the very house where
they have lived and raised a family for over two decades - offering a locally sourced breakfast
and lunch menu for the Granby community. With over 50 years of professional culinary
experience between them, and an innate desire to answer their guests’ every whim, the Berniers
have garnered a pristine reputation among both their clients and peers in the hospitality
industry. Now as they approach their “real” retirement, they are looking for an energetic
investor to take over and carry on the legacy of serving the community, supporting other local
businesses, and producing high quality food at an affordable price.
