George A. DeWald operated a grocery business here in the early 1900s, and 
two of his business ledgers from that era still survive, its entries listing 
numerous other Broad Street businesses and showing a merchant deeply 
woven into the commerce of South Downtown long before the neighborhood 
had a catchy name for it.
