W.K. WALSH HOUSE (1873)

Listed on the National Historic Registry, this stately residence was originally built
as the home of William Kirby Walsh. Rich in character and architectural detail, it
offers approximately 4,395 heated square feet with soaring ceilings, original
woodwork, and modern updates throughout.
