Ayr is the administrative and principal retail centre for Ayrshire with a population of
around 48,000 persons and a catchment population in excess of 180,000 persons.
The town is situated approximately 40 miles south-west of Glasgow City Centre.

The subject property is situated within Wellington Square, which serves as one of the
prime office locations within Ayr. The property was previously used as offices by
South Ayrshire Council.

DESCRIPTION

The building is part of a terrace of similar properties constructed in the early 1800’s.
Walls are of stone construction with a smooth render external coat. The main roof is
pitched and slated.
