Highlights
375 Hargrave Street sits a few blocks south of Winnipeg’s historic Exchange District, in a part of 
downtown known for its steady energy and mix of people. The area is surrounded by offices, 
parking, cafes, and independent shops that attract workers looking for a lively place to spend 
their lunch hour or browse after work. Its position between Cumberland Avenue and Ellice Avenue 
places it in one of the city’s more active corridors, where buses, pedestrians, and local businesses 
create a constant sense of movement. 
 
A short walk to the east brings you to Central Park, a green space that gives the neighbourhood a 
welcome break from the concrete. Families gather there, office workers cut through on their way to 
meetings, and community events often fill the grounds in warmer months. 
 
The building hosts an open concept main floor, a full second floor and full basement. There is a 
street level freight elevator at the rear of the building with lane access.
