Offered in shell condition, the
property presents a unique opportunity for
adaptive reuse, with a solid structural foundation
and flexible layout suitable for a variety of
commercial or residential applications.

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HISTORY

Fort DuPont, located along the Delaware River in
Delaware City, was originally established in the
1860s as part of a coastal defense network
protecting key Mid-Atlantic port cities, including
Wilmington and Philadelphia. The site was expanded
over time with military infrastructure and remained
an active installation through World War Il
Following its decommissioning in the mid-20th
century, the property transitioned to state
ownership and is now part of the Fort DuPont
Historic District, offering a unique setting that
blends  historic  character  with  long-term
redevelopment potential.

The Quartermaster Storehouse stored non-tactical
supplies such as clothing, tools, bedding, and
building materials under the supervision of the
Quartermaster Corps. The building also served as
the fort’s commissary, where soldiers could purchase
groceries and other daily necessities.
