 Under new ownership, Valley Railway Adventure 
welcomes over 45,000 passengers each year on 

their light railway, which takes passengers around 
the country park and overlooks some of the best 

views the Vale of Evesham has to offer. 

 The Valley is home to over 100 acres of country 
park and nature reserve, which attracts walkers 

seeking a blend of woodland, wild flower 
meadows, and river setting.
