2. The above subject property was designated E—2c,IGénefaI Commercial District with conditions, by City

Council Ordinance 06-ORD-36 on April 4, 2006, and is subject to use restrictions applicable to that
classification within the City of Petersburg Zoning Ordinance as perArticle I 5, General Commiercial Distiice

Regulations, and as restricted by Ordinance 06-ORD-36. This Ordinance is attached,
3. Ordinance 06-ORD-36 excludes the following uses:

Used fire sales; Automobile.and truck repair shops; Automobile detailing shops;
Automobile body/paint shops; Used car sales not associated with 2 new car dealer;
Retail gasoline sales; Adult book stores; Adult motion picture theaters;

Aduolt entertainment establishments

4. Office, service activities and retail uses are permitted uses under the Zoning Ordinance, Article 15, “B-2"
General Commercial District Reguiaiions, as per Sections 1 & 2, Use Regulations, of Zoning Ordinance
Article 15. These uses are deemed to include restaurant businesses, with n6 distinction established in this
district between sit-down and fast food restaurants, except for parking requirements as stated below.

5. ‘The Zoning Ordinance required number of parking spaces, as per Article 19. Section &, are:

(9) “Fast-food restanrants: One (1) space per sixty (00) square Jeet of floor area.”



(19} “Restaurants excepl fast-food restauranis but including those accessory to hotels and motels:
One (1) space per every one hundred (100} square Jfeet of gross floor aven.”™

Y73 "Retail establishments, repair, plumbing and heating  establishments and service
establishments, excluding personal sexrvices defined hereinabove: One (1) space for: every two
hundred (200} square feet of net floor area with one (1) extra space for every four hundred (406}
square feet of floor space asseciated with storage, assembly and repair of goads.”

(11) “Medical, optical and dental offices and clinics: One (1) space for each doctor and employee
and three (3) spaces for each examining room and dentist’s cheir. "

Section 5. Handicapped spaces: © Any lot having af lfeast ten spaces maust have one handicapped
space. Additional handicapped spaces will be determined using the rario of one handicapped space
per fifiy spaces in the lot.”

6. The subject property is undeﬁeloped, vacani land, and as such is in compliance with the current Zoning
Ordinance and City Council Ordinance 06-QRD-36. :

7. The subject property meets requirements for accessibility with frontage on Pinehill Boulevard and South
Crater Road, publicly dedicated streets. '

8. The subject lot/parcel was legally created through subdivision approval, There is currently 2 subdivision
proposal under City review to further subdivide this property. Subdivision reviewand gpproval is a Planning
Commission responsibility, and initial Planning Commission consideration is tentatively scheduled on July
-11, 2007

9. Setback requirements are the following:
One hundred feet (100%) from the centerline of South Crater Road.

Rear yards of not less than 20 feet on lots adjoining a residential district.
Side yard of not less than 5 foet on lofs adjoining a residential district.

' 10. The undersigued is not aware of any past or pending zoning violations filed with the Department of
Planning and Community Development with respect o this property, nor any violationof the applicable
-portion of the City of Petersburg Zoning Ordinance..
