GENERAL  SPECIFICATIONS
A. GENERAL NOTES

1. Work shall conform to state and local building codes, regulations
and the  American Disabilities Act (including the 2010 ADA
Standards), and shall be installed according to the joint
requirements and decisions of local authorities. The contractor
shall be responsible for paying for and passing all inspections. Final
occupancy permit to be turned over to Owner.

2. The scope and basis of the work shall include all drawings,
specifications & any bid documents presented by the Architect and
the conditions for the work described in the contract between the
Owner and Contractor.  The Contractor shall visit and be familiar
with site conditions prior to the start of pricing or work.  A
complete and up to date set of all documents shall be maintained at
the job site.  Unless an item is specifically excluded or a
substitution is listed on the submission by the contractor, he shall
be responsible for the full extent of all work contained in the
contract documents.

3. Occupant controls are required to be accessible to the
handicapped (including, but not limited to switches, thermostats,
fire alarm pulls, etc.) and shall be located not more than 4' above
the floor.

4. Any discrepancies found in the documents, dimensions, existing
conditions or any apparent error in classifying or specifying a
product or its use is to be reported to the Architect in writing as
soon as discrepancies are found.  Revisions to the documents will
be issued, dated and referenced as necessary and will become part
of the contract documents.

5. Contractor shall examine all drawings related to his and other
trades, and shall be fully informed as to the extent of this contract
and all included work on plans in other trades.

6. All material and equipment shall match existing building standards.
The "building standard" refers to specifications and directives from
the Building Owner or his representatives.  The Contractor should
contact building management or the Architect for specifics.

7. Contractor shall properly store and protect all equipment and
materials delivered to job site as per manufacturers
recommendations. Contractor shall be responsible for replacement
of any damage to equipment or material due to construction
activity or negligence.

8. Written dimensions shall take precedence over scaled dimensions.
Field verify conditions prior to proceeding with dimension critical
work.

9. Contractor shall coordinate all roof work with Architect, Owner and
any roofing contractor providing roof warranty. All penatrations
shall have proper flashing and/or molded seals to ensure leaktight
seal and shall not void any new or existing roof warranties.

10. Provide access doors where indicated or necessary to access
equipment and/or controls. Locate as indicated in plan or
coordinate with architect and/or Owner for final location. Access
door shall be primed steel, hidden hinges, flat-blade lock
manufactured by Milcor or equal.

11. Maintain a reasonably clean and safe work site, to ensure a clear
path of egress from the premises at all times. Provide for disposal of
dirt and refuse on a daily basis to prevent accumulation of debris
which may exceed the structures allowable live load. All trades are
resposible for removing dirt, dust, stains, etc., resulting from there
work, touch-up damaged finishes and restore to there original
condition.

12. All penatrations through fire rated partions and floors must be
sealed with approved fire-resistant sealants.

13. All materials and equipment furnished for the work shall be new
and undamaged except for items specifically noted as "reused" or
or "relocated".  Defective or damaged items shall be repaired or

replaced to the satisfaction of the Architect.  No substitutions shall
be permitted without the prior submittal of (2) two samples for
review and approval by the Architect and/or Owner.  The costs or
savings of the specified materials/methods and substitutions must
also be submitted, if requested.

14. The contractor shall ensure that all work shall be performed by
competent mechanics skilled in their particular trade. Workmanship
deemed substandard or unacceptable by the Architect will be

rejected and shall be corrected by the contractor at no additional
cost.

15. Guarantee unconditionally for one year from date of completion
and acceptance by Owner of all materials, equipment, appliances,
workmanship and installation.  During this period adjust, repair or
replace at no cost to Owner any item or equipment or
workmanship found to be defective, included or affected within the
scope of the contract these guarantees to be turned over to Owner
upon contractor's completion date.

16. The Contractor shall provide final as-builts and close-out materials
within 30 days of project completion.  Such materials shall include
any warranties, guarantees and manufacturer's instructions on
equipment provided by or work done by the Contractor.

17. During work, contractor shall notify Owner and Architect
immediately of any non-compliant, deficient, unsound or unsafe
conditions,    equipment or materials observed in the project area.

18. HANDICAPPED CODE COMPLIANCE - All new construction shall
comply with applicable handicapped codes, including the 2010 ADA
Standards and 2015 IBC  specified 2009 ANSI/ICC A117.1
handicapped accessibility code.

B. FIRE

1. Fire extinguishers shall be located and sized in accordance with
NFPA 10. Locations shall be prescribed by the local fire prevention
inspector. Work shall conform to the 2010 ADA Standards  & 2009

ANSI/ICC A117.1.

2. Any existing fire proofing shall remain.  Contractor shall repair any
damage or disruption to existing fireproofing as required or
directed by the Architect or governing authorities.

3. There shall be no penetrations or modifications of rated
assemblies, unless specifically directed by the Architect.

4. Existing sprinkler system shall be modified as directed by the
governing officials.

5. Sprinkler system shall comply with NFPA 13 and all applicable
codes and be approved prior to occupancy.

6. All sprinkler heads in ceilings shall be fully recessed and receive
flush cover plates, U.N.O.

C FINISH NOTES

1 All exposed edges and/or corners on all drywall construction  shall
receive a metal corner bead, be spackled, sanded smooth and flush
with adjacent surfaces.  Drywall shall be held no more than 1/2"
above finished floor.  Provide appropriate metal trim accessories
for gypsum wallboard as recommended by USG, as necessary, to
match existing conditions.  Cut edges are to be taped, spackled,
sanded and made smooth before finishes applied.  Contractor shall
patch and repair drywall at locations where wall outlets or switches
have been removed.

2. All wood products to be fire retardant treated if required by
governing building authorities.

3. No access panels shall be covered with wall covering material, paint
to match.

4. All wall and ceiling finishes shall be as per 2015 IBC  Code,
including Class B in egress enclosures, mall spaces and unsprinkled
corridors.  Provide flame spread certificates at the time of final
occupancy inspection and a copy to the Tenant for their records.

5. All floor finishes shall be tested & classified as per NFPA 253 testing,
as per 2015 IBC  code.  Floor finishes shall be NFPA 253 Class I or
Class II materials as required by the code.  Provide flame spread
certificates at the time of final occupancy inspection and a copy to
the Tenant for their records.

6. Where new walls are to align with existing walls and/or columns,
remove existing corner bead, tape, spackle and sand joints
necessary to a point along the existing wall so that the new finish is
not obvious.  Where contractor is instructed to align a wall with two
or more columns and columns are discovered to be of unequal
size, the larger of the columns will determine location of the wall.
This will also apply to wet stacks and core walls.

7. In area where demolition has occurred, all surfaces are to be
patched flush and smooth with adjoining surfaces to accept any
new finish treatment.

Given the age of the building, it is not in full compliance with the requirements of the
ADA, COMAR accessibility requirements or ANSI A117.1.

Under the "hardship" provisions of the ADA, the client is proposing to spend >20% of
the cost of the proposed offices in replacing the teller stations to incorporate a new
accessible customer service station as well as replacing non-compliant door hardware
throughout, as shown.

The scope of MEP work consists solely of the relocation of existing receptacles &
lights as shown.   There shall be no change of usage or loads on the receptacles.  All
of the lights (incandescents & fluorescents) and switches in the work area will be
replaced with LED fixtures & occ. sens. switches as req'd & in compliance with the IECC.
